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Abstract

The object of this work is the phenomenon of segregation of phrasal components on the work “Cunesus
Prophetarium”. This occurrence can be seen on the second part of the limbs which seen isolated create a special
syntactic category which can take semantic ,stylistic, grammar intonation values. According to this inductive
method has been done the selection of these limbs in accordance with the syntactic function:1 the isolated
determinants , where can be seen the dense of the usage of the coordinated determinants, which seen by the
grammatical side result expressed with participle adjectives, or with other adjectives, coordinated determinants
which by the grammatical nature are expressed with nouns with or without prepositions, whereas isolated
determinants are expressed with non-inflective forms.2.isolated appositions as a specia kind of determinant.
Isolated appositions are formed with many nominal phrases.3 isolated complement who are frequently seen
with isolated non-inflective forms.

In the prose of Bogdani, are results of al kinds of complements with their subtype structure.4.predicative
determinants which are build with adjectives and participles are rarely seen in the Bogdanis work.5.isolated
comparative limbs which are predicted from the conjuctions si,posi. in bogdanis phrase, are resulted even the
homogeneous limbs that are situated after a resumptive word. another subject in this work is the relative order
of these isolated segments in Bogdanis phrase Disjunction is a very important stylistic device. Digunctive parts
take a great semantic-syntactic importance and a stylistic expression. The parts which can be separated are
second parts that are characterized by expressive, stylistic and intonational features.' Disjunctive parts are
meaningful and stylistic units with a half predicative connection without being able to form phrases related to
the words completed by them.? We group disjunctive parts according to their grammatical functions.

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1. Thedigunctive deter miner

The digunctive determiner gives in a more specific way a feature of an object or of a person. Considering the

grammatical nature, in Bogdani’s work we encounter these kinds of determiners:
» Digunctive deter miner swith adjustment that are expressed:

The usage of extended past participle in the function of disunctive determiner shows its archaic character
especially in its dense usage replacing the participles turned into adjectives, or subordinate clauses (sifjalive).?

The digunctive determiner is also used after another conjunctive determiner of this word:

2. Thedigunctive appositive

The digunctive appositive shows up a characteristic of a person or an object, or specifies the meaning of
another part of the sentence.* The disjunctive appositive or as |.D.Sheperi calls, the expository appositive is
added to anoun in order to show its meaning in a different way. *The disjunctive appositive results as one of the
densest parts of the sentence used in Bogdani’s work.

The digunctive appositive is expressed with:
» proper names:

3. Digunctive adverbials
Disjunctive adverbials show specifically a condition or specify another adverbial .°

Studying digunctive adverbials according to their grammatical nature, in Bogdani’s work they are expressed:
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» with nouns or phrases preceded by a preposition:

According to their semantic function, digunctive adverbials are famous for having relatively a huge meaning
standing on their own. ’ In this work, we encounter al kinds of adverbials, such as adjuncts of place, time,

cause, purpose, manner, quantity, as well as the adjunct of permission which is only digunctive.
» Adjunctsof place
The adjunct of place consists of apreposition, and is mostly used with the preposition aong/ndépér,p.sh:

The digunctive adjunct which shows the purpose of an action performed by the verb is formed with the past

participle, and it is functionally similar with the subordinate sentence:

As a digunctive adverbia of permission is used the structural type that is preceded by the conjunction
although/ndonése:

4. Digjunctive object

The disjunctive object is not widely used in Bogdani’s work. The indirect object with preposition results as a

disunctive one.

5. Comparative digunctive parts

In Bogdani’s work the digunctive feature is seen in some parts preceded by comparative conjunctions:

6. Digunctive exclamation

In this work the feature of digunction is also encountered in the use of exclamation. The exclamation shows a
person or an object to whom or which the speech is addressed and is related to the whole sentence

meaningfully.

Exclamation is expressed:

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The pronoun you/ti is aso used as an exclamation accompanied by noun phrases with appositive function:

As it is know from the given formations, the exclamation is accompanied by the particle o which enforces the

exclamation character and makes it more distinct.®
The order of digunctive parts

The order of the disunctive determiner and of the appositive, as a kind of a determiner is set behind the word
that determines. The position of disunctive parts behind the word, is aso encountered in the digunctive
adverbials of manner, cause, place and purpose. However, there are cases when these adverbials are positioned
in front. This happens due to the fact that the adjunct is a mobile part of sentence. Even the exclamation results
with positioned back, similar to the comparative digunctive parts. The adjunct of time and quantity are

positioned in front.

To conclude, we can say that the disunctive feature is a feature used in the works of old writers, such as
Bogdani and it is related to the semantic and stylistic aspect of the work. The digunctive parts occupy an
intermediate position between common parts of the sentence and subordinate sentences. According to the
meaningful aspect and intonation, they are closer to subordinate sentences, whereas according to their
grammatical structure they are closer to the other parts of the sentence. Digunctive adverbials are of different
kinds, including the adjunct of permission which results just isolated. The digunctive object is not mostly used

in thiswork, whereas the indirect object with preposition is commonly used.
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
